 LOCATION  

Edinburgh! Also known as the Athens of the North, it is one of the most 
beautiful European cities. The capital of Scotland has a lot of interesting 
aspects: culture, historical monuments, social events. The history of the 
city comes alive from the port of Leith to the famous cobbled Royal Mile 
extending to the famous castle, which offers panoramic views across the 
city.   
 

 COLLEGE 
The university is 7 miles east of Edinburgh, surrounded by green 
meadows, and very close to the sea!  
Facilities include classrooms, hostels, sports facilities and courts. Hostels 
have a kitchen, laundry and recreation rooms with TV sets. Pupils can 
visit Edinburgh by minibus provided by the college.  

 
 COURSES  

20 English lessons per week at all levels.

Single/ double rooms with a private toilet and shower. 

 
 BOARD 

Full (3 meals daily).  
 



 TOURS  
Each week, the college organizes a full‐day and a half‐day excursion with 
visits to attractions such as Stirling Castle, a cruise on Loch Lomond, the 
Railway Museum, and Glasgow. Furthermore, a three‐day educational 
visit to London will take place. Students will admire the famous 
monuments of the city: Buckingham Palace, Westminster Abbey,  Big Ben, 
the Houses of Parliament, the Tower of London, the Thames, the British 
Museum, the Natural History Museum, and the waxworks museum, 
Madame Tussaud’s.  

 
 ACTIVITIES  

An organized program of daily events will be offered: team games, 
theatrical performances, film screenings, quizzes, disco, parties, 
barbecues, dances, talent contests, karaoke, etc.  

 
 SPORTS  

Pupils work out in gyms and play basketball, volleyball and tennis  as well 
as football. In addition, pupils interested in doing so can take riding 
lessons (at an extra charge) at the Scottish National Equestrian Centre.
